Biyelgee master T. Tsembel (June 18, 2008):  
I have practiced biyelgee all my life. Now I am old and so want to teach biyelgee to 
youths and children as much as I can. If it is possible to be recognized and listed 
internationally, I wish I could contribute to save and protect biyelgee.  I agree and 
support efforts to get biyelgee listed internationally.  
 
 
Biyelgee master B. Tserenlkham (September 25, 2008): When I was young, almost 
everybody was interested in learning Bii. However,  nowadays young people seemingly 
do not know about bii biyelgee.  Thus, we should teach bii biyelgee to youths and 
children. I have been thinking that I wish I could inform to the organization which can 
recognize and protect it. Otherwise, it will be lost and forgotton soon. If it is possible to 
have biyelgee listed in the responsible orgnization, I agree and support fully.  
 
 
R. Bataa, citizen of Uvs aiimag center: Request to members of Western Mongolian 
Research Team (July 17, 2005):  
 
Everyone in our community wants to safeguard and develop bii biyelgee – one of 
Mongolian traditional performing arts. It is important to conduct indepth research and 
public awareness campaigns, while teaching biyelgee to youths and children. The 
Government also should take actions in this regard. Currently, there are just talks, but no 
any real actions. I have a message for you to inform to the responsible organizations 
which administer the issues. Nowadays, bii biyelgee is seriously affected by modern 
trends and losing its origiinal integrity. Sometimes, it is impossible to say asbiyelgee. Our 
elderly biyelgee practitioners would like to teach and transfer bii biyelgee to our children 
and young generations, yet they do not stay in the countryside and, instead, go to cities 
for education and work. Then, the issue of transferring biyelgee cannot succeed here. You 
the researchers should please inform about the local situations to authorities.  
Indeed, multi-ethnic features of bii biyelgee are very unique and original. It is 
recommendable to research such particular ethnic variations and produce adequate 
documentations of them by recording in audio and video tapes, if possible. Also it is 
important to support senior biyelgee masters and practioners. We do have a lot to teach 
and train our youths. Instead of inactive researches and studies, it is better to focus on real 
actions to implement targeted actions and organize trainings and other activities. 
Otherwise, bii biyelgee will get forgotten soon.  Local authorities and  officials say that 
they discussed and delivered request proposals further to responsible organizations. I am 
not sure if such thing ever achieved anything. In my opinion, relevant considerations 
probably lack at the national level. Hopefully, you will understand  that it is not just my 
own personal opinion, but also expresses requests and wishes of all people, families and 
communities of Western Mongolia who want to safeguard bii biyelgee – our valuable 
cultural feature. Good luck to your efforts.    
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
