Since 2003, programmes designed for people beyond the regular
school age (e.g. adult education) have been excluded from the figures for secondary enrolment, leading
to a reported decline in the GER. The secondary NER has increased over the period in question.

9. Enrolment ratios were not calculated due to lack of United Nations population data by age.

10. Data include French overseas departments and territories (DOM-TOM).

11. The apparent increase in the gender parity index (GPI) of primary education GER
is due to the recent inclusion in enrolment statistics of literacy programmes in which 80%
of participants are women.
